
TOMAH-WARRENS SPORTSMAN’S ALLIANCE SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINESPRIVATE 

· The scholarship awarded by Tomah-Warrens Sportsman’s Alliance is funded by the efforts of all club members.  It is expected that all applicants will have actively participated in club functions, work projects, (e.g. preparing for activities, maintenance to the clubhouse and grounds, etc.) and fund raising activities endorsed by the Tomah-Warrens Sportsman’s Alliance.
· Scholarships will be awarded each year based upon available funds. 

· The scholarship is not awarded on the basis of individual need, but rather on an individual's ability to complete an educational program to become a professional.

· The recipient will be chosen based upon their application, grade transcripts, letters of reference and their professional goals.

· First-time applicants will be given first consideration.

· An applicant may receive the Tomah-Warrens Sportsman’s Alliance scholarship as many as two (2) times.

· Applications received by April 1st of each year will be considered for reimbursement award in July that year.


The requirements for application are:
1)
Be an active member  in the Tomah-Warrens Sportsman’s Club (e.g. actively participated in projects that support the Club such as making improvements and maintenance to the clubhouse and grounds and fund raising activities endorsed by the Club).

2)
Copy of most recent transcript of grades.

3)
Two (2) letters of reference (from non-relative).

4)
Letter from applicant indicating the reasons for selecting their profession and their goals for the future.  Please also include community/civic involvement (e.g. Assistance with the Boys/Girls Club, Cub Scouts, 4-H Clubs, Hunter Safety, etc.).
5)
Scholarship funds are distributed upon receipt of successful completion of the first semester of college/technical college, or accredited apprentice program.  Successful completion is defined as having at least a 2.5 (C) grade point average.
